Old Business:

Kitchen Report: Carol Sanborn reported that the kitchen move went pretty well.  She reported on recently purchased items and then presented a list of kitchen items of immediate need.  It was moved and seconded to authorize Carol to acquire the following:

· 1 roll of plastic to cover the tables during potlucks and casual affairs rather than plastic tablecloths;

· 5 plastic cutting boards (3 large and 2 small);

· 2 large stainless salad bowls;

· 20 hard plastic water pitchers
